Rules for Jeopardy

1. All the children from SSE Groups II & III will be assigned to one of four teams, two of which will be girls’ teams and two boys’ teams. (Additional teams will be made depending on the number of boys and girls attending.)
2. Each team will have an assigned team leader who will communicate answers to the host. 
3. There will be three rounds: Jeopardy, Double Jeopardy, and Final Jeopardy, all of which are timed.

a. The Jeopardy round will consist of questions pertaining to the five human values.

b. Double Jeopardy will be Bhajan themed and will be loosely based around a “Guess the Bhajan tune” format.

c. A secret category will be given for Final Jeopardy and teams will have to wager before answering the final question.

4. The control over the category and point value will be rotating per question.  (E.g. Question 1 for Team 1, Question 2 for Team 2, etc.)

5. To start off, Team 1 will pick a category and a point value.  

a. If they answer correctly, then Team 2 will have possession and so on.

b. If they answer incorrectly or are unable to answer, then Team 2 will have a chance to score those points by answering correctly.  

c. If the question is still unanswered then the next team, Team 3, will have a chance to score points, and so on until all four teams have had a chance to answer. 

d. However, once the bonus question has been answered, possession will return to whichever team was next in order.  In this case, Team 2.

6.  The winner will be the team with the highest number of points at the end of the Final Jeopardy round.
