Guidelines for  SSE Parents and other Adults
Sathya Sai Center of Detroit Metro welcomes you to our celebration of Easwaramma Day!  Please review our guidelines before attending the program to obtain a clear understanding of our needs and expectations so that everyone, especially our children, can have a memorable experience.

1. General:
a. Please review and be familiar with the “SSE Student Guidelines” document
b. Detroit, Michigan follows the Eastern Standard Time (EST)

c. Please start early; if staying with a host family, please start early and leave the home together with the hosts to arrive at the program venue at or before 7:00AM. The guidelines documents explain what all needs to happen before the program begins. 
d. Registration/Breakfast is from 7:00AM – 8:15AM. 
e. As you enter the venue, please visit the Welcome & Registration Desk to:

i. Check-in all the registrants in your family and/or group

ii. Pick-up and wear a Name Tag and refer to the program schedule (always, keep the program schedule with you)
iii. Ask  Volunteers for any assistance or information you may need
iv. Turn in posters (if any)

2. Dress Code:
Please adhere to “Prashanthi Mandir” dress code:

i. No abbreviated clothes

ii. No Jeans or Shorts or skin tight clothes
iii. No flashy attires or clothes with slogans or advertisements

iv. Wear layered comfortable clothes suitable for both indoor and outdoor activities Boys/Men – strongly recommend white shirt and khaki/white pants
Girls/Women – Fully covered Chudidar/Saree suggested. Light colors preferred, especially for girls participating in the program. 
VEDA CHANTING boys & girls go on stage with only white top-to-bottom.

3. Etiquettes at the Program Venue:
a. Please maintain silence at all times. If you need to speak, please walk outside the prayer hall (auditorium) and speak softly without disturbing the proceedings
b. Prayer Hall Volunteers will request people entering the auditorium during a presentation to sit in the back rows

c. Children go first for Lunch break and Snack break.
d. Please turn Pagers and Cell Phones OFF or keep them on VIBRATE mode
e. Place coats and jackets on racks and hangers
f. Children, leave shoes and footwear on except when entering stage.  Leave shoes at the designated area just before entering the stage.
g. Adults, leave your shoes/footwear on at all times, EXCEPT if you need to enter the stage.
h. Bathroom: Pre-SSE and younger children must be accompanied by a parent or an adult family member. Shoes/footwear must be worn in the bathroom.
i. Pre-SSE and younger children must be with parents or in the designated area (play area) during the day. They are not allowed on stage or in the seating area with the SSE children. 
j. Lunch and Snack – For this one day, please allow your children to sit and eat with their teachers and peers.  The teachers and their volunteers will take excellent care of your children.  If your child has food allergies then you MUST take the responsibility to attend to their meals.

k. Please advise your children at length to respect people, property, and Mother Earth.  Do not waste resources of water, food, paper products, etc.

4. Health Care:

A team of doctors will be available for health care emergencies. Please go to the Registration /Welcome desk and seek volunteers for immediate assistance in such situations.
5. Weather Emergency:
In case of loss of power or weather related emergencies, please stay calm and advise your child(ren) to sit and remain calm in the front rows until the situation is clear and safe to resume the scheduled activities.
